A meeting was held on 14.11.2009 at 4.00 PM chaired by Hon’ble Forest
Minister in which senior forest officers from all over the State of Haryana
participated.  After detailed deliberations the following decisions have been
taken to enhance the impact of forestry operations in the State.

1. Considering the fact that long-lived tree species in rural areas of Haryana
have reduced it was proposed to raise plantations of trees such as Bar,
Pipal, Neem, Jamoa etc. so as to restore permanent greenery in the entire
state. Indigenous trees have been part of traditional life style of people of
Haryana hence this decision is expected to make a change in the rural set
up and the targets for next years plantatlons would be mcreased three fold

2, Haryana State had stnp forests, large areas of stnp forests along roads and
rails are getting used up for widening and laying of new rail systems.
Natural forests in Shivaliks and Aravallis are limited in extent and are also
facing pressure of development. The only area where tree planting can be
expanded is farm land in cooperation with the farmers under agro forestry
system. Having realized that it is proposed to emphasize this practice in
the State of Haryana. Following steps are being taken to enhance the
impact of agro forestry systems.

1. It is proposed to have a focused agro forestry institution with
Deputy Forest Officer working under Divisional Forests Officer
(Territorial) in addition to having a Community Forestry wing that
would focus on rehabilitation of water-logged sites;

i1 Seedlings of various species of economically important trees would
be planted on farm land by Forest Department followed by
