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Minutes of the review meeting held on 30.04.2010 under the Chairpersonship of
Smt. Keshni Anand Arora , IAS, Financial Commissioner & Principal Secretary to
Govt., of Haryana, Forest Department.

A review meeting was held on 30.04.2010 at 11:00 A.M at Haryana Niwas, under
the Chairpersonship of worthy Financial Commissioner & Principal Secretary to Govt.
Haryana, Forest Department.

At the outset, Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (PCCF), Haryana, Dr.
Parvez Ahmed, IFS, welcomed the Financial Commissioner & Principal Secretary

(FCPS) and apprised her of the forestry activities planned for the current year 2010-11.

In her remarks, FCPS observed that Haryana Forest Department has a good team
of officers and officials who should work hard to realize the objectives set out for the
department. This can only be achieved by working as a team and ensure better success
of Plantations and act in a public friendly manner. She was also of the opinion that there

is a need to demystify the provisions of Punjab Land Preservation Act (PLPA), 1900.

The issues discussed and the decisions taken in the meeting are as under:-

1) FCPS stressed that all senior officer should do regular and thorough inspection of
the Plantation areas and other related forestry works under their jurisdiction and
submit inspection reports on regular basis. DFO’s will submit inspection reports
to PCCF office and gist of such inspection reports will be submitted to FCPS
regularly. CF & CCF’s will also send a copy of inspection reports directly to
FCPS.

(Action: all CCF’s /CF’s /DFO’s)

2) All out efforts should be made to increase the survival percentage of plantations
and ensure at least 80% survival of plants. Encroachment in the forest areas
should be checked regularly and prompt action must be taken to address such
problems. Concerned District Administration may also be involved as per the
need and circumstances of such cases.

(Action: CCF’s (P1&PII) /all CF’s (T) /DFO’s (T))

3) Projects for external funding will be prepared and submitted to Govt. for further
action. A new project for Aravallis will also be prepared and submitted.
(Action: Direction office)

4) PCCF observed that Haryana Forest Policy, 2006 envisages a 10% forest and tree
cover in the state of Haryana by the year 2010 It will be possible only by
involving general public through Community Forestry/Social Forestry Recent
