A The soil depth and texture vary from place to
place. In the plains the solls are deep but
shallow on hills slopes. The soll texture varies
from sandy to clayey loam. Clay soils and
waterlogged areas are spread over Dadri and
Bawani Khera C.D. Blocks. Hill slopes are
practically soil-less or have some partially
decomposed parent rock and conspicuous
bare rocks.

A Climate of this division is hot tropical to subtropical characterized by
high temperature and moisture deficiency during the greater part of
year.

A This track is subject to extremes of temperatures which shows great
variation in seasons. Most of the areas of this division bears
prolonged hot period from March to June. May and June are the
hottest months. The day temperature during summer rises upto
47 C. From April onwards, hot dust laden winds locally called i L o
blow and cause further desiccation. December and January are the
coldest months and temperature goes as below as -3 c.

A Frost is common during winter which affects the vegetation in low
lying areas.
A The tract is subjected to high velocity winds from March to August

which touches up to approx 80 km per hour and causes serious harm
to trees and soil erosion.

A South West monsoon are the main source of
Rainfall. Rainy season starts from 15t week of July
and ends by September. About 80 % rain fall is
received during these months. July and August are
the main rainy months.

A Even during the monsoon, unduly long spells of dry
weather create condition of drought. Some rainfall is
received during winter season due to cyclonic
disturbances from Arabian sea.
